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1. Information and scope of inspection

This section tells you about the type, accommodation, neighbourhood, age and construction of the 

property.

Neighbourhood and location The subjects were situated in rural surroundings, occupying an 

elevation position within the Drumbuie Area on the eastern outskirts 

of Drumnadrochit.  The property enjoys open views over Loch Ness, 

Drumnadrochit and beyond.  Immediate surrounding properties 

comprise scattered residential dwellings, together with surrounding 

countryside and croftland.  There are a range of local village amenities 

available within Drumnadrochit whilst a wider range can be found 

within commuting distance of the city of Inverness.
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Age (year built) Circa 1850

Weather Rain showers.

Chimney stacks There are a number of chimney stacks forming part of the subjects of 

stone construction. 

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.

Roofing including roof space The roof is of pitched design and clad with slates. 

There was limited access gained to the accessible roof void area via a 

ceiling hatch within the first floor Landing. Fibreglass insulation has 

been laid between the ceiling joists.

Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where

appropriate.

Flat roofs were visually inspected from vantage points within the 

property and where safe and reasonable to do so from a 3m ladder 

externally.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered where there 

was safe and reasonable access, normally defined as being from a 3m 

ladder within the property.  If this is not possible, then physical access

to the roof space may be taken by other means if the Surveyor deems

it safe and reasonable to do so.

Rainwater fittings The gutters and downpipes comprise a mixture of both painted cast 

iron and uPVC type. 

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.

Main walls The main outer walls are of solid stone construction and rendered 

externally.   

Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where appropriate.  

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or inspected.
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Windows, external doors and 

joinery

The windows comprise upvc, double glazed units together with some 

timber velux units  The front entrance doors are of timber 

construction.   

Internal and external doors were opened and closed where keys were

available.

Random windows were opened and closed where possible.

Doors and windows were not forced open.

External decorations External decorations comprise painted finishes. 

Visually inspected.

Conservatories / porches Not applicable.

Communal areas Not applicable.

Garages and permanent 

outbuildings

To the side of the dwellinghouse there is a small timber garden shed, 

together with a timber and profiled metal Summer House. 

Visually inspected

Outside areas and boundaries The property appears to occupy a roughly rectangular shaped site with 

there being areas of surrounding garden ground.  The boundaries are 

formed in timber and post and wire fencing. 

To the side of the dwellinghouse, there is private off-street car 

parking space.

Access to the subjects is initially via a long, rough surfaced private 

track which we understand lies outwith the ownership.

Visually inspected.
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Ceilings The ceilings are of plasterboard type. 

Visually inspected from floor level.

Internal walls Internal walls are of plasterboard and plaster on the hard type. 

Visually inspected from floor level.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested for dampness 

where considered appropriate.

Floors including sub floors The flooring and ground floor level appears to be of both solid and 

floating construction, whilst the first floor is of suspended timber type. 

We would, however emphasise that our inspection of floor surface 

areas was restricted due to the presence of fitted floor coverings. 

There was no access gained to any sub-floor areas.

Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected.  No carpets or 

floor coverings were lifted.

Internal joinery and kitchen 

fittings

Internal skirtings and architraves are of varnished timber finish whilst 

internal doors are of solid timber board type. 

The Kitchen comprise a range of wall mounted cabinets and worktop 

surfaces.

There are 2* separate timber staircases connecting the ground and 

first floor

Built-in cupboards were looked into but no stored items were moved.

Kitchen units were visually inspected excluding appliances.

Chimney breasts and fireplaces There are a number of solid fuel stoves within the property. 

Visually inspected.  No testing of the flues or fittings was carried out.
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Internal decorations Internal decorations comprise painted finishes. 

Visually inspected.

Cellars Not applicable.

Electricity Mains supply.  The electrical installation comprises 13 amp power 

points whilst the cable where visible is of PVC clad type.  The electrical 

consumer unit is contained within the under stairs cupboard of the 

ground floor Hallway.  There is an external electrical meter box at the 

front elevation.  

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without 

removing fittings.  No tests whatsoever were carried out to the 

system or appliances.  Visual inspection does not assess any services 

to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 

standards.

Gas Not applicable.

Water, plumbing, bathroom 

fittings

Mains supply.  The visible plumbing installation is in copper and plastic 

pipework where seen. 

The sanitary fittings within the first floor Bathroom comprises a three 

piece suite with there being a WC, wash hand basin and bath. The 

ground floor Shower Room also comprises a three piece suite with 

there being a WC, wash hand basin and shower in-tray

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without 

removing fittings.  No tests whatsoever were carried out to the 

system or appliances.  Visual inspection does not assess any services 

to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern 

standards.

It should be appreciated that concealed areas beneath and around 

baths and shower trays could not be inspected. Water spillage in 

these areas can result in dampness/decay and no comment can be 

made on inaccessible areas. Waterproof seals in sanitary areas should

be checked and maintained on a regular basis.
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Heating and hot water Fixed central heating is provided by an oil fired combination boiler 

which is located externally at the rear elevation and this serves a series 

of water filled radiators throughout.  This also provides for domestic 

hot water on demand. 

Additional heating is provided by the solid fuel stoves.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected apart from 

communal systems, which were not inspected.  No tests whatsoever 

were carried out to the system or appliances.

Drainage We understand that drainage is via a private septic tank which we have 

been informed is within the boundaries of the property. 

Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Fire, smoke and burglar alarms Visually inspected.  

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or appliances.

New smoke alarm standards were introduced in Scotland in February 

2022 and it is likely that some properties may require additional 

works to meet these standards. In instances where alarms are in 

place, no tests whatsoever have been carried out and we cannot 

confirm if the system complies with the most recent regulations. Any 

potential purchaser should satisfy themselves as to whether the 

current system meets with regulations or otherwise.
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Additional limits to inspection At the date of inspection, the property was unfurnished although the 

floors were covered. 

There was no access gained to any sub-floor areas.

Not all windows and doors were tested during the course of our 

inspection.

We have undertaken a limited site inspection only.

It is outwith the scope of this inspection to determine whether or not

asbestos based products are present within the property.  Asbestos 

was widely used in the building industry until around 1999, when it 

became a banned substance.  If you have any concerns you should 

engage the services of a qualified asbestos surveyor.

Insulation has been laid over the roof joists and accordingly a head 

and shoulders inspection of the roof space was possible only.

No inspection for Japanese Knotweed was carried out and unless 

otherwise stated for the purpose of this report, it is assumed that 

there is no Japanese Knotweed within the boundaries of the property

or neighbouring properties.

It should be appreciated that the Home Report inspection is a non-

disruptive visual inspection of the property as at the date of 

inspection and that we are unable to inspect parts of the property 

which are concealed or covered by floor coverings or contents in 

place at that time. Once vacant, defects may be apparent that could 

not be detected during our survey. Changing weather conditions can 

also affect aspects of the property which would not be apparent at 

the time of inspection.

Estimated reinstatement cost for insurance purposes

The Surveyors undertake to the Seller that they will prepare a Generic Mortgage Valuation Report, which will be issued along 

with the Report. It is the responsibility of the Seller to ensure that the Generic Mortgage Valuation Report is provided to every 

potential Purchaser.
