We understand that there are substantial areas of ground pertaining to
the property and from information provided, we understand that the
total site area extends to approximately 12 acres or thereby. We
would, however,emphasise we have not taken any site measurements
and have relied upon the information provided. The grounds
themselves are partly sloping in nature and the majority of which are
presently used for rough grazing purposes. To the front of the
dwellinghouse there is a outdoor carpet surfaced horse arena.

The flooring at ground floor level is of solid concrete construction,
whilst the first floor is of suspended timber type. We would, however
emphasise that our inspection of floor surface areas was greatly
restricted due to the presence of fitted floor coverings and furnishings.

Given the nature of construction, there were no sub-floor areas
available for inspection.

Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No carpets or
floor coverings were lifted.

Internal joinery and kitchen
fittings

The internal skirtings and architraves are of painted timber finish,
whilst internal doors are of solid timber board type.

The Kitchen comprise a range of wall mounted cabinets and worktop
surfaces with an island feature.

There are worktop units within the Utility Room area.
There is a timber staircase connecting the ground and first floors
Built-in cupboards were looked into but no stored items were moved.

Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected without
removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the
system or appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services
to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards.

Gas

There is a bottled gas supply serving the property.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without
removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the
system or appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services
to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards.

Water, plumbing, bathroom
fittings

Mains supply. The visible plumbing installation is in copper and plastic
pipework where seen.

The sanitary fittings within the ground floor WC, En-Suite and first
floor Bathroom and En-Suites are all of modern design.

Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected without
removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were carried out to the
system or appliances. Visual inspection does not assess any services
to make sure they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards.

It should be appreciated that concealed areas beneath and around
baths and shower trays could not be inspected. Water spillage in
these areas can result in dampness/decay and no comment can be
made on inaccessible areas. Waterproof seals in sanitary areas should
be checked and maintained on a regular basis.

Heating and hot water

Fixed central heating is provided by an oil fired boiler which is located
within a cupboard in the Wet Room at ground floor level and this
serves underfloor heating at the ground floor and radiators to the first
floor.

This also provides for domestic hot water which is supplemented by
an electric immersion heater and contained within a modern pre-
insulated hot water cylinder which is within a Bedroom cupboard at
the first floor level.

The energy efficiency rating of your home
